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Critical Thinking

Identify problems or objectives associated with nonprofit administration issues, collect and analyze evidence in support of those problems or objectives, assess assumptions, and define relevant individual perspectives.


Information Literacy 

Recognize and articulate an information need, and to access, evaluate, and use relevant source material effectively, ethically, and legally facilitate leadership and management in public service.

Communication

Synthesize relevant information and concepts, and effectively, clearly, and persuasively articulate their perspectives to a diverse and changing workforce and citizenry.

Mastery

Demonstrate advanced knowledge, skills, and public service perspectives, which allow for participation in and leadership contributions to America’s nonprofit sector.
